Those films had direct nomination for best film in the 

Grand National Final.

The 2015 Grand National Champion is Team CHESS CLUB, with their short “BREAD WINNER” 

This is the first time TEAM CHESS CLUB have been crowned Grand National Champ after entering 

Rialto Channel 48HOURS in a number of previous years. Their film ‘Bread Winner” also won Best 

Script.

The Runner Up award went to team KING GAINS BURY & BICHES for “TIDE” who also took out Best

as part of the award ceremony where awards in 18 categories were announced.
